LAST WEEK’S MATCH REPORTS

Pocklington  18  Hullensians  12
This was a game that Hullensians disappointingly lost rather than Pocklington won and lessons must be learned quickly if they are to prosper in the season to come. Hullensians always looked the more dangerous with the ball in hand but Pocklington’s edge in the forwards, which, coupled by Hullensians’ early mistakes and propensity to give away penalties, meant we didn’t have the possession they should have had. Hullensians started off shakily, their early mistakes allowing Pocklington’s well-drilled pack to impose themselves on the game in the opening exchanges. This was compounded by the referee slowing down the ball by persistently getting in the way of the halfback channel. It was from such an interference that Pocklington took the lead with a Nick Bennett penalty following a chargedown when the Hullensians fullback was penalized for not releasing, despite being prevented from getting to his feet. Pocklington went further ahead after a good tactical kick through when they disrupted a Hullensians lineout 5 metres out. The ball went down to ground but there was more than just a hint of a knock on as Jonjo Sanderson picked up to touch down in the corner. Hullensians fought back with a searing run up the right by Nick Padgett, before Tom McCarthy was held up over the line after a powerhouse run up the left. From the resultant scrum, two drives from Kev Bates and Julian Barkworth set up the position for James Krebs to crash over for a try wide out. Bennett was narrowly wide with a penalty attempt for Pocklington. Hullensians took the lead before half-time when, after another good run up the right by Padgett, Pocklington were forced to concede penalties for persistently collapsing and being offside at mauls as Hullensians drove relentlessly towards the line. From a catch and drive from a lineout, Jason Conroy forced his way over at the corner for a try which was improved by a Goode conversion by Ashley Excellent. Bennett kicked a penalty for Pocklington shortly after the interval. The second half was a scrappy end-to-end affair, but Hullensians were hampered by conceding penalties and having no less than three players sin-binned, which allowed Pocklington’s pack to get on top and gain territorial advantage. Hullensians’ defence looked resolute enough to weather Pocklington’s attack until, with 5 minutes remaining, the referee somewhat harshly awarded a penalty try to the home side when Hullensians collapsed a maul some 5 metres out. Bennett added the conversion and, despite all Hullensians’ late efforts, Pocklington held out for victory to the final whistle, which came much to their relief.
